The Administration Building 
at the Rock Eagle 4-H Center 
has been the site of improve-
ments for the past several 
years.  The current project 
however will give the entire 
area a new face. 

The old Putt Putt course has 
been removed and replaced 
with a brand new course lo-
cated next to Pool II.  Pool I, 
the oldest pool at Rock Eagle, 
has been replaced with the 
spectacular new pool adjacent 
to the museum.  This site will 
now be the parking lot for ad-
ministration and the GEMC 
Building and Senior Pavilion. 

Able to hold over 130  vehi-
cles, this new lot will provide 
much needed parking for a 
variety of events.  Lighted and 
landscaped, it will be become 
another of the beautiful areas 
at Rock Eagle. 

According to Arch Smith, As-
sociate State 4-H Leader, 
parking has been an issue for 
many years with more and 
more events using this area 
around the lake.  This new 
parking area will provide easy 
access to both the Administra-
tion Building and the GEMC 
Building and Senior Pavilion.
